SUSSEX COMBINED CLUBS REGATTA

Boats visiting Brighton Marina - All skippers, on arrival at Brighton Marina please use the normal contact procedure when entering a marina (VHF Channel 80) stating clearly your boat is participating in the Sussex Regatta, your LOA and Draft.  Premier Marina staff are expecting you (if you have booked) and will marshal all race boats to a common area, this greatly helps the marina staff who are expecting non-racing visitor boats over the Easter weekend.  If your are a non-Brighton Marina berth holder please ensure your berth is pre-booked before 17:00hrs on Wednesday, 31 Mar-10 – Premier marina clients who are non-Brighton Marina berth holders are exempt from payment under the Premier Marina berth holder agreement - Berthing pre-booking form can be found on the Sussex Regatta web-site at http://www.sussexregatta.org.uk/documents/ - It is known an error existed on the link from the documents page earlier this week but this has been corrected.

Race Pennants - All boats participating in the Sussex Regatta, whether visiting boats or berth holders at Brighton Marina, are requested to show the yellow race pennant from the back-stay in order premier marina staff are able to distinguish racing boats from non-racing Easter visitors. 

Race pennants can be collected from BMYC club house on the morning of Friday, 2 Apr-10 as part of the race packs.  Premier Marinas are keen to offer all assistance to race boats and identification of race boats is important for this reason.

Car parking at Brighton Marina - Car parking at the multi-story car park is normally limited to 4hrs; there is no other parking available at Brighton Marina.  BMYC members are afforded extended parking times by displaying the membership sticker inside the car windscreen. Car parking permits will be available from BMYC club house for visiting participants which will afford free parking for the regatta days only.  Car sharing is recommended where possible to minimise disruption to marina parking and parking permits are allocated at max of 6 permits per boat - Skippers are requested to collect permits as a single collection rather than crew collecting one-by-one.  It is hoped that parking permits will only be taken if actually needed for crew.

SCCH Fleet Split – The Sussex Combined Clubs Committee have decided to split the SCCH fleet at handicap of 1.000.  This decision will require fleet identification separate from other fleets.  Owing to the short notice of this decision the race committee will make SCCH2 flags available for purchase at cost from the BMYC club house on Friday morning as a measure of assistance to boat owners.
